We will be having our next Rosenwald School Assembly meetin g at 

the Warren County Memorial Library on 23 May (Tue sday) at 4:00 

pm.  Any and all people interested in helping to tell  the story of 

these treasures is welcome to attend.  

 

So, as of today there are still 4 unaccounted for schools…If you know their 

whereabouts or status (were they destroyed or lost?) then please call me 

at 252-257-2657 or send me an email . I am trying to decipher the listing 

for the “Warrenton School” built in 1924-25 and the later John R. Hawkins 

High School built in 1931.  Could the ñWarrenton Schoolò have been 

an earlier version of Hawkins?   Or  could the ñWarrenton Schoolò be 

for Warrenton, Virginia?  It seems odd that two large schools would 

be built within ¼ mile of each other.   Could either ñElamôsò or 

ñJohnsonò Schools be what we are currently calling the ñPine Grove 

Schoolò located on Church Hill Road north of Macon?   There is a 

school in Inez on Rabbit Bottom Schoolébut I have been told that 

was not  a Rosenwald Schoolécan anyone clarify, please? 

 

Also, I noticed an old school  on the left headed north on Roo ker 

Dairy Road éany ideas as to the history of that school?   It looks like 

it could be one of our missing Rosenwald Schools!

Warren County Historical Tidbits:  Arcolaõs 
One-Room Schoolhouse 
Earliest Public School Standing in Warren County  
 

  

It was just a guess, but in hindsight a very good guess, when I mentioned 

last week that I thought I would soon have a great many stories about 

Arcola following my personal tour with Clinton Capps…I was not 

disappointed.  In fact, now I have enough stories about the history of this 

community named for one of Napoleon’s battlefields (Arcola) to fill our 

Tidbit calendar for much of the rest of the summer!  I honestly had no idea 

that there was so much packed into such a little area of Warren County.   

 

In addition to books and pictures and 

scrapbooks galore, Mr. Capps is letting me 

borrow a nice sized book about Arcola written 

by Lula Hunter Skillman over 30 years ago – 

“The Story of Arcola (1800 – 1984).”  With 

the help of Mrs. Skillman’s research, I can 

now not only tell you the story of historic 

properties we pass by every day, but also the 

people who built those properties…and the 

legacy they’ve left us.  With that in mind, I 

thought a proper place to begin is with the 

Old Arcola School sitting right in front of us 

on Highway 43 beside Bethlehem Methodist 

Church. 

 

Now, if you haven’t been thru Arcola lately, I 

would recommend heading down 43 one 

sunny Spring day.  When you hit the “45 

MPH” speed zone, slow down just a little 

more so you won’t miss the subject of today’s 

Tidbit, The Arcola School, nestled among 

ancient oaks…and the oldest public school building standing in Warren 

County! 

 

The Old Arcola School 1881.  Mary M. 

Davis (Allen) first teacher & later 

President of Louisburg College 



Before we open the doors to our very own one-room schoolhouse, let’s set 

the stage with some background on public education in North Carolina.  

Beginning in 1839 the State Legislature saw a need for public schools and 

mandated that each County would hold an election with the simple choice:  

“Schools or No Schools”.  Rising to this call, by 1846 every single County 

was home to one or two public schools. 

 

Now before you form a picture in your mind of these public schools, it’s 

important to know two things about these schools that were quite common 

prior to the Civil War:  First, while the schools were mandated by a vote 

and law, no money was available.  As a result, Mothers created books by 

gluing newspaper articles to cardboard and tying the “pages” together and 

school was held in private homes or other existing buildings.  Second, the 

longest school terms were less than 4 months, sometimes two…and 

sometimes only a few weeks based on the needs of local families to have 

their children available for work.  The ability to pay teachers also factored 

heavily into the length of school terms.  When the Civil War broke out the 

entire public school system collapsed and wouldn’t show life again until 

some years into Reconstruction. 

 

15 years after the end of the Civil War, local merchant George Davis 

convinced the County to spend $80 to pay a teacher – his niece, Mary 

Davis Allen – and open a public school in Arcola.  February of 1880 saw the 

launch of a 4-month term school to serve the 50 or so school-age children 

in the district.  With no money available for a school building, the first 

year’s students met in the office of the home, “Summerseat” with 25 

pupils. 

 

Just a quick aside for those of 

you not familiar with 

“Summerseat”…that includes me.  

In checking the incredible 

Preservation Warrenton Driving 

Tour, I couldn’t find that home 

listed…so I headed online to 

search thru old copies of The 

Warren Record.  While I don’t 

have an exact location (we’ll 

save that for another Tidbit) I 

did find an April 17, 1917 article 

with the news, “We regret that 

Messrs. Coleman and Davis, who 

were occupying the old home 

"Summerseat" in Fishing Creek 

township, had the misfortune to 

have the property destroyed by 

fire Saturday end lose their 

personal effects.”  So there’s a 

teaser answer…more to come 

down the road. 

 

Jumping back into our story of 

the Arcola School, February 

1881 saw Mrs. Davis returning 

to the classroom in a brand new building…the building you can see today 

on the grounds of the Bethlehem Methodist Church.  She remembers that 

attendance was largely based on the weather.  Some boys came when it 

was too wet to work on the farm, others came for just a single day…but 

Arcola School 1883 Commencement Program 



there was a regular, functioning public school in Arcola.  The Arcola School 

featured backless benches and a shelf along the wall that students used for 

writing.  A fireplace knocked the chill off the early spring mornings and two 

windows gave a little light.   

 

It wasn’t until 1883 that The Arcola School obtained a blackboard, maps 

and a sand table to augment the lessons.  This was also the first year that 

formal Commencement Exercises were held.  Mrs. Allen remembered in a 

1958 retelling of these early years that for the commencement, “I sent 

invitations to my former classmates of Louisburg College.  The children sat 

in the school-room, the audience sat under a brush arbor in front, and the 

speaker stood in the door.”  Outstanding! 

 

The teaching methods of those early years were almost always adapted to 

the students and the instructional materials.  I couldn’t help but be 

impressed with the way Mrs. Allen taught spelling (with no blackboard and 

limited books):  “My way of teaching spelling may seem crude, but we 

enjoyed it.  The pupils stood in a line with head and foot.  They pronounced 

a word before spelling it.  If it was misspelled, it was taken up by the first 

one to notice, who then went ahead of the first speller.”  Seems like a 

creative way to teach spelling as well as dealing with fidgety boys. 

 

In her book, Mrs. Skillman records that this one-room schoolhouse served 

the Village of Arcola into the 20th century when it began bursting at the 

seams.  Land on the opposite side of the Church was sold by George W. 

Davis for $1.00.  Building Chairman W. T. Davis recorded the progress and 

the new school was complete in the Fall of 1913. 

 

And as far as the historical record goes, we need to add a “Thank-you” to 

Mr. Elmer Harris, who restored this one-room school house in 1979 so that 

we can see it today.  A community center, a school, a meeting place, and 

best of all, a standing example of our rich history here in Warren County 

for 136 years!  Wherever you turn in Warren County we have a jewel…

This will be the second time that the Community Band has held a concert at 

the 1,000-seat venue, located at 201 Breckenridge Street in Henderson.  

 

The concert is set to feature some classics of band literature, including the 

original transcription of the famous overture to "The  Barber of Seville " by 

Rossini; two classic Sousa marches, "Hands Across the Sea " and "The Black 

Horse Troop "; as well as two additional traditional marches, "Free Spirit " 

and the 1911 "Ringling Brothers Grand Entry March ." 

 

According to Community Band director Brian D. Miller, “bands should 

always play the classics of literature. No concert is complete without 

several marches, and Sousa wrote marches better than anybody else! 

Marches are the all-time greatest music written for band, and we have 

certainly had a lot of fun learning these.” 

 

Miller noted that it is of local interest that John Philip Sousa himself 

vacationed in Henderson in 1920. He went hunting with the mayor of 

Henderson and spent the night at the mayor's home while here. 

 

The band will also perform a transcription of music from the 1949 

Broadway musical, "South Pacific ." Other selections include the "Finale " 

from Dvorak's Ninth Symphony and an entr'acte from the seldom-heard 

Romantic-era opera, "King Manfred ," which is "a beautiful composition," 

according to Miller. 

 

The band will feature its star tuba player, Justin Bare, on a tuba solo with 

band accompaniment entitled "The Grumbly Old Bear ," written by Julius 

Fucik, better known for his popular circus march, "Entry of the Gladiators ." 

Finally, for lighter fare, the band will pay tribute to the Beach Boys and the 

Eagles with medleys of those groups' greatest hits. 

 

"It's a concert for everybody," quipped Miller. "We want everybody to come 

and appreciate the work of these musicians. The ensemble is truly 

representative of our four-county service area. Nothing beats an old-

fashioned band concert!" 

 

Miller retired as band director at Louisburg High School and now teaches 

for VGCC and Crosscreek Charter School.  

 

The Community Band, which is sponsored by the VGCC Division of Arts and 

Sciences, includes people of all ages, from all walks of life, and from 

throughout the region. No auditions are required. Rehearsals are held on 

Monday evenings from 7-9 p.m. at the Vance-Granville Community College 

Civic Center, on the Main Campus in Henderson, at Exit 209 on Interstate 

85 (Poplar Creek Road).
