VGCC to Hold Bone Marr o
October 3,4 &5

Vance - Granville Community College, in
partnership with the Project Life Movement,

is planning a three -day, three -campus bone
marrow registration drive in October.

Members of the com  munity are invited to
join VGCC students, faculty and staff at one
of the events being held on three of the
coll egebs campuses: Tue:
from 11 a.m. until 2 p.m. in the seminar
room (G1131) on South Campus, located
between Creedmoor and Butner;
Wednesday, October 4, from 11 a.m. until 2
p.m. in the student center/lounge in Building 2 on Main Campus in Vance

County; and Thursday, October 5, from 11 a.m. until 2 p.m. in the multi -
purpose room on the Franklin County Campus near Louisburg.

At each event, participants will have their cheek swabbed to provide DNA that
will enter a growing bone marrow donor registry. The painless registration
process takes only a few minutes, but could save a life if a participant turns out

to be a match for someone in need of a bone marrow transplant. Such
treatments are the only hope for many people diagnosed with leukemia,
lymphoma, sickle cell anemia and other blood cancers and diseases. Around 60
percent of those in need of a donation currently cannot find a donor match,
according to Project Life, a national movement that started with students at
Davidson College and has spread to more than 25 other schools. VGCC first held
a college -wide bone marrow registration event with Project Life in the fall of
2015.

Partici pants must be between the ages of 18 and 60 and in good health to be on
the bone marrow registry.

Taking the lead on this initiative at VGCC are students in the Radiography
program.

unusual blend of sophistica  ted
interior woodwork emblematic of
Antebellum Warren County

Architectural & Historical Information

Built for the Joshua Davis Jr. family near
plantation, ita ppearsto be a simpletwo  -story Federal -Adamesque | -house, but

on a much grander scale. Archival photographs show its original entry porch was

more Greek Revival in style with a pedimented portico supported by a Doric

entablature.

The tall five -bay facade with side addition accommodates two stories of nine -
over -nine windows, a molded box cornice, tall stone chimneys stuccoed and

scored to give a refined ashlar finish, all resting on a high stone foundation

under which is located a basement with summer kitc hen and workspace.

The double -leaf entry doors lead into a wide highly ornamented hallway with tall

marbleized baseboards, heavily molded door surrounds with bullseye corner
blocks and a low wainscot. The stairway is located at the back of the wide center
hall and features a single  -run stair with ogee bracket ends and marbleized

risers. The enormous main parlor shares similar woodwork to the center hall
